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Guidelines on Granting Awards to

Outstanding Graduates of Bachelor’s Programs
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Approved at the 3rd Executive Meeting on November 26, 2004
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Amended and approved at the 5th Executive Meeting on April 25, 2012
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Amended and approved at the 132nd Academic Affairs Council meeting on June 11,2012
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L. Purpose:
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These guidelines are formulated to recognize graduates-to-be of
bachelor’s programs for their outstanding academic performance, moral
character and other aspects.
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1. Award candidates and criteria:
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Graduates-to-be shall meet the following criteria (including those from
the current semester and the semester before, but not those whose
graduation GPA and ranking are on previous academic year’s graduate
list):
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1. The student’s graduation GPA shall be in the top 10% of the class
(note: the quota of each class shall be rounded to the nearest
integer).
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Individual departments may formulate their own selection criteria
and submit to their department councils and Academic Affair
Council for approval before announcement and implementation.
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2. The conduct score in each semester shall reach A- (i.e., eighty in

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the percentage grade system) or above.
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3. Those with outstanding performance in sports, competitions,
social services, club activities, and international exchanges may
be given priority.
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Review procedure:
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The Office of Academic Affairs shall provide individual departments
with a list of ranking of the graduating class based on graduation GPA,
and the Office of Student Affairs with the records of awards and
disciplinary actions. Department councils shall then select one student
from each graduating class based on the award criteria, restrictions, and
student overall performance. The selected candidates shall be submitted

to the deans of affiliated colleges and the President for approval, in
succession.

Reward:
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The President will present awardees with certificates in both English and
Chinese at the graduation ceremony.
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These guidelines are approved by the Academic Affairs Council and
the President before implementation. Amendments to these guidelines
shall follow the same procedure.
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Any dispute over interpretations of these regulations shall be resolved in the court of law based on the Chinese version.
