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Guidelines on the Appointment of Faculty
in the College of Marine Sciences
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Amended and approved at the 389th University Faculty Evaluation Committee meeting on October 18, 2018
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These guidelines are formulated in accordance with the University’s Regulations
for the Establishment of Faculty Evaluation Committees.
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I1. Applicants for a full-time or adjunct faculty position as a professor, associate
professor, assistant professor, or lecturer in individual departments, institutes, and
degree programs shall meet the requirements stipulated in the University’s
Regulations for the Appointment of Faculty and Researchers and other relevant
regulations.
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I11. Applicants may submit up to ten academic research works (including their

dissertations), evidence of achievement, or technical reports for the external

evaluation, and shall select one representative work and use the rest as reference.
Related works constituting a series may be compiled into one representative work.
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IV. The adjunct faculty at all ranks shall be appointed in accordance with the
University’s Guidelines on the Appointment of Adjunct Faculty.
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V. Matters regarding term, suspension, dismissal, and non-renewal of appointments
shall be handled in accordance with the University’s relevant regulations.
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Any dispute over interpretations of these regulations shall be resolved in the court of law based on the Chinese version.
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VI. These guidelines are approved by the College Council, the University Faculty
Evaluation Committee, and the President before implementation. Amendments to
these guidelines shall follow the same procedure.
