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Guidelines on Handling Graduate Students’ Application for
Transfer to a Different Institute
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These guidelines are formulated in accordance with the Academic
Regulations.
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Graduate students after studying for one semester (excluding the number
of years in suspension) shall be eligible to transfer to a different institute.
The timetable of transfer application and approval listed in the University
calendar shall be followed.
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I1. Graduate students applying for transfer shall submit a completed

application form with the approval from their affiliated institute to the
Office of Academic Affairs (OAA) for an initial review. After the initial
review, the application with other materials conducive to their transfer
shall be forwarded to the council meeting or enrollment committee of their
intended institute for further review. The review result and the meeting
minutes shall then be sent to the OAA for transfer announcement after
approval from the vice president for Academic Affairs.
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IV. Graduate students shall not extend their study period after the transfer and

shall fulfill the graduation requirements stipulated by their new institute.
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Any dispute over interpretations of these regulations shall be resolved in the court of law based on the Chinese version.
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Graduate students with restrictions on applying for institute transfer due
to their admission channels shall be handled with the relevant regulations.

Graduate student’s application for transfer to a degree program shall be
handled in accordance with the regulations herein.
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Matters not covered herein shall be handled in accordance with the
Academic Regulations and relevant regulations.
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These guidelines are approved by the Academic Affairs Council and the

President before implementation. Amendments to these guidelines shall
follow the same procedure.
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Any dispute over interpretations of these regulations shall be resolved in the court of law based on the Chinese version.
