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Guidelines on the Implementation of Academic Ethics
Education Courses for Graduate Students
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Approved at the 181th Academic Affairs Council meeting on October 15, 2024
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These guidelines are formulated to elevate graduate students’ literacy in research
ethics and cultivate their proper ethical understanding and attitude towards
academic research.
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Graduate students admitted from the 2015-2016 academic year onward (including
those of in-service master’s programs) shall complete academic ethics education
course by the end of their first academic year. Those failing to pass the course
may not apply for the degree examination.
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Students shall complete at least two hours of this mandatory and non-credit course
through the following channels:
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(1)  taking online courses offered by the “Center for Taiwan Academic
Research Ethics Education” and passing the final assessment to obtain a
course certificate
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(2) completing relevant on/off campus courses or seminars recognized by
their department, institute, or degree program, and providing proof of
hours covering academic ethics education
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Students who are required by their affiliated department/institute/degree program

to pass a course of the same nature as the academic ethics education course may
exempted from taking the course stipulated in these guidelines.
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Any dispute over interpretations of these regulations shall be resolved in the court of law based on the Chinese version.
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V. These guidelines are approved by the Academic Affairs Council and by the
President before implementation. Amendments to these guidelines shall follow
the same procedure.
